CORPORATE PASSES: (50 Passes)                 $2,350  

 

 no driving range privileges 

 no Sister Club privileges 

 this category allows the player to play golf any day of the week upon redemption of one of the passes 

 not eligible for club competitions 

 tee time bookings three days in advance 

 up to three guests at guest rate may accompany the pass holder 

 charging privileges only by arrangement with management  

 due to the number of potential users, no handicap cards available 
 

MONTHLY PLAYERS CARD:       $625  

 

 unlimited play for 30 days from the date of purchase
